Critter Control 
 

Due to a recent rodent activity in the attic of one  
of our units, we have contracted with Massey Ser-
vices to provide rodent traps which will be placed 
throughout the Marina Cove complex.  These    
devices will be located out side next to each build-
ing, two per building.  Please do not tamper with 
these traps and keep curious pets and children 
away from them for safety reasons.  The traps will 
be locked and inspected routinely by Massey   
technicians. 
 

In addition the palm trees near the buildings will 
be trimmed to an 11-1 cut to keep fronds from 
touching the buildings to prevent rodent access to 
the roofs. 
 

We also request that residents refrain from placing 
bird houses/feeders on trees, and or spreading seed 
on the lawn.  Although it is nice to see birds about 
Marina Cove, it also will attract the rodents.  And 
that is not nice to see or hear on your roof/attic in 
the middle of the night.    Thank You
