
Sea Colony and Florida State Pool Regulations Jan. 28. ‘09  

Pool Area Open 8:00 a.m. - 11:00 p.m., 

Each Sea Colony resident is responsible for compliance with these regulations by all members 

of household and guests. Please encourage your household to be cooperative with the pool monitors. 
 

No Lifeguard on duty. Swim at your own risk. The American Red Cross advises us not to swim alone. 
 Emergency phone on clubhouse wall. Sea Colony requires all to exit the pool on the occurrence of thunder or lightning 

and to wait 30 minutes after the most recent occurrence before returning.  
 

Please wash off all beach chairs and coolers brought on the deck from the ocean. Anything not to be used in the pool area, 

such as surfboards,  are to be carried from the beach to the street or parking lot via the wooden walkover just south of the 

pool rather than through pool deck.     Please close all umbrellas when not in use. 
 

Florida State Spa Regulations:  Maximum Use 15 minutes. Maximum load ten people in spa. 

Max. water temp. 104 degrees F.  No oils, body lotions, or soaps in spa. 
 

Pregnant women, small children, people with health problems and people using alcohol, narcotics or other drugs that cause 

drowsiness should not use Spa without first consulting a doctor. 
 

Florida State Pool/Spa Regulations:   Maximum 35 people in pool, Shower before entering pool/spa 
 

No animals of any type in pool area. 

No food, glass in pool area. No drinks within 4’ of pool. 
 

NO DIVING 
 

Both Fence Gates Must be Kept Closed and Latched at All Times 
    

Sea Colony Pool/ Spa Regulations:            Pool Tags or Wristbands Required 
 

No Running, Jumping or Horseplay 
 

Only bathing suits in pool/spa.     No open sores or skin diseases. 

No loud radios, glass, bikes, frisbees, skates, skateboards, balls, surfboards, rafts, small toy figures, etc. in 

pool area or clubhouse walkways. No smoking in pool/spa or on wall rims.  
Please do not smoke on pool deck where smoke will blow on others, especially children. 

No smoking in clubhouse or porch room. 

 

 
 

 

Children under 12 must have adult supervision in pool area. 
 

The only flotation devices permitted are those worn on the body. 
 

Chairs or lounges must be covered by a towel. 

Please do not reserve chairs or lounges by towel covering when you leave area. 
 

Guests under 16 must be accompanied by parent or adult Sea Colony resident when pool monitor is not on duty.  
 

No wet suits in clubhouse room.  When wet, please enter only bathrooms and porch room. 

 

Untrained/Diapered children are not allowed in the pool spa 
Instead you can use an individual plastic pool on deck by the phone. 

In the rack by the Board bulletin board, this policy is explained in detail by the Florida Health Dept.
